4. Healthcare Support Services Program  teaches students clinical/support skills in a simulated hospital ward setting 
5. Mohawk College Dual Credits offers students a half-day at Mohawk College in college courses that also count for high school 
6. Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program – Accelerated OYAP offers students already sponsored with Level One training
